THE OHIO CLASSICAL CONFERENCE SCHOLARSHIP
FOR THE STUDY OF LATIN OR GREEK
IN A COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY IN THE UNITED STATES

The Ohio Classical Conference will award a RENEWABLE scholarship to an Ohio high
school senior entering college or university who plans to study Latin or Greek. The initial
award for the first year is $1,500. Pending continuing study and acceptable grades (B or
higher), the award will be renewed for $1,000 during the second year of study, and $500
for the third year of study. If the student wishes to apply for the OCC Prospective Latin
Teacher Scholarship for his/her final year of study, he or she will be eligible to apply
with other applicants.

ELIGIBILITY

The scholarship is open to any Ohio high school senior who plans to continue the study
of Latin or Greek at the college/university level anywhere in the United States. ***THE
TEACHER OF THE STUDENT APPLICANT MUST BE AN OCC MEMBER IN
GOOD STANDING (current in dues).

APPLICATION PROCEDURE
The applicant must submit the following in order to be considered:
1. A completed application form (may be downloaded from the OCC website
or OJCL website).
2. Official high school transcript (listing GPA and coursework).
3. Two letters of recommendation, including one from the high school Latin or
Greek teacher.
4. A one-page statement from the applicant expressing the reasons for
continuing the study Latin or the Classics.

DEADLINE
Applications must be received by April 1. Notification of the scholarship winner will be
made by April 30.
